Upon sign-up (or at January roundtable) your troop will be assigned a country from this list:

  France, Germany, Spain, Italy, Portugal, Greece, Poland, Norway, Netherlands, Ireland

Prior to the Klondike, troop patrols will need to:

· Make a replica of your assigned countries flag to fly on your Klondike Sled.

· Practice the Scout Law, Scout Motto & Scout Slogan in that language.  (Translation will be provided).

Klondike Sled

· Each Troop will provide each of their patrols with a sled.

· The sled must be capable of carrying all patrol equipment – see equipment list

· Sleds may have wood or ski runners for inspection.  Wood runners are worth more points.

· Sleds may have wheels but only sleds with runners may enter the Great Rescue Race.

· All sleds must be Scout driven and pulled.
· Maximum 6 scouts per sled for the Great Rescue Race

Cooking Contest

· Entire meal must be cooked on site.

· Meal must be from country assigned to your troop

· Meals will be judged on flavor & ethnicity 

· Troops are expected to provide judges for contest

· The dish should feed your entire Troop plus 5 additional people

Overall Troop Award (traveling trophy)

· The award is based on the following items

· Troop pre-registration

· An average score to be determined from the skill competition for the individual patrols

Other Special Events

· Klondike Stew at United Nations Station

The Great Rescue Race – 3:30 pm

· Sleds will be inspected at the United States station (not before the race)

· First Aid supplies should be on sled at race time, other sled supplies should be removed to make room for victim

· Sled points will be awarded at inspection

· Passports will be handed in at that time

The International Fling – 4:30 pm

· Bring a catapult and join in the fling!  Prizes to be awarded for longest fling.

Station Scoring

· Each station is worth 20 points

· 1 to 13 points for skill.  Did they complete the task within the allotted time?

· 1 to 4 points for teamwork.  Did they work together?

· 1 – 3 points for Scout Spirit.  Did they cheer each other on?

· 20 point total

· Bonus points to be determined by the Klondike committee.

Patrol Equipment List

1. 4 rolls 3in rolled gauze bandage

2. 6 triangular bandages

3. 2 three foot x 1 ½ splints

4. 12” to 16” x 1 ½ splints

5. Patrol Flag and country flag

6. Patrol First Aid Kit

7. 10 stick matches

8. Fire starter (non chemical)

9. One cup for each patrol member

10. Four cans of soup for each patrol member (no cream of anything) Soup will be turned in at United Nations Station
11. Scout Handbook

12. Waterproof ground sheet

13. Notepad

14. Pencil or pen

15. Two blankets

16. Two staves (poles)

17. Flashlight w/extra batteries

18. Compass

19. 50 ft of rope

20. Plastic trash bag

21. Watch or time piece

22. Duct tape

23. Pocket knife or pocket tool

24. American Flag

25. Complete roster of sled team

Each item will be awarded two points or zero if missing for a total of 50 points.  These items will be on your sled at inspection.

Klondike Sled

Sled is worth 50 points if constructed of wood including runners.  Deduct 5 points if using skis.  Pull harness (rope) should have at least two out runners.  Deduct 5 points for improper harness.

Total points at inspection 50 points for equipment and 50 points for sled.  Totaling 100 points.
