Troop 112 Allowable Expense Guide

The purpose of this guide to help Troop 112 parents and scouters make appropriate financially based decisions for the best use of Troop funds. The Troop Committee encourages active participation by all parents and understands adults are often faced with unexpected troop related expenses.  Reasonable expenses are reimbursed on a monthly basis. Any expenses over $100 should be referred to the SM or Committee Chair prior to the expenditure.

Guidelines:

· Keep all receipts and print your name on it.

· Turn in receipts with the “Expense Reimbursement” form.

· Check with the SM or CC before you spend any money - if possible.

· Gas or mileage/tolls is not reimbursable without specific approval

· Emergency items need no prior approval

· Items should not benefit a particular scout, but rather should benefit the troop

· Food for campouts is not reimbursable. This is a scout/patrol expense unless otherwise approved.

· Campout deposits – We encourage participation in engaging the troop in new camping adventures. This often requires the “sponsoring” adult to reserve a trip or campsite using his or her own funds. Occasionally, a conflict arises where a reserved activity may be cancelled after a non-refundable deposit is made. The troop will still reimburse the adult regardless, provided prior approval by SM or CC.

· Don’t make any purchase commitments for fund raising without prior Committee approval.

The boys work hard for what little they have and it’s our job to preserve and protect their money. Any help you can lend as a parent or scouter will be greatly appreciated.
